The areas specifically covered were the Canteen Building, the placement cell, Chemistry Labs,
P.G. Block, and Civil Engg. Labs, Parking area, Administrative Office/ Fee counters /

ATM, Bus parking area, R & D Building, AEC counters, Mechanical Engg. Seminar Hall,
Workshops, EEE labs/L-Block, Library/Xerox centre, Sports section, Basketball court, N-
Block, Cricket ground, Open Air Auditorium, and the K/M blocks.

During Familiarization with college (AEC & CoE) & Familiarization with college
(Innovation process management) sessions, all the newly admitted students were provided
detailed information about various aspects of the AEC & CoE to Innovation process
management.

In AEC & CoE session, the deeper insights and core details of Academics: theory and
practicals, elective courses, conduction of Examinations: evaluation through Continuous
Internal Evaluation with slip Tests, Class Tests, Assignments Semester End Exams, Credits to
be achieved and Declaration of results: Computation of SGPA and CGPA, etc. Mr. P. Kiran
Kumar highlighted that in theory subject, a candidate shall score i) 40% marks in Semester End
Exam and ii) 40% of marks in Continuous Internal Evaluation and Semester End Exam
(CIE+SEE) together, in a particular Course, to be declared as ‘PASS’ in that Course. And in
Practical course, a candidate shall score i) 50% marks in the Semester End Exam and ii) 50%
of marks in Continuous Internal Evaluation and Semester End Exam (CIE+SEE) together, in a
particular subject, to be declared as ‘PASS’ in that subject. It is also informed that the Credit
Requirement for the award of B.E/B. Tech degree is 160 and in the non-credit courses, the
student must have secured with 'PASS' grade. The Eligibility for the award of Degree for
Major/Additional Minor/Honor is clearly explained.

In the Innovation process management session, the key elements are introduced to the
students like: Idea Generation, Idea Screening and Selection, Concept Development and
Testing, Resource Allocation, Evaluation and Feedback, Integration and Scaling, and how the
students need to continuously seek new ideas, improve existing innovations, and adapt to
changing market conditions to stay competitive. Dr U. K. Chowdhary highlighted how ideas
are evaluated, and the most promising ones are selected based on criteria such as feasibility,
market potential, resource requirements, and alignment with the company's objectives. He also
gave insights into how these selected ideas are further developed into concrete concepts or
prototypes.

Students were also encouraged to be interactive and clear all their doubts related to the above.

Career Guidance gave insight about the various opportunities that were available. Students
were also made familiar with some of the important aspects that can enable the students to get
excellent placement. Advisor CDC, Dr. N. L. N. Reddy led the sessions of Career Guidance
where he talked about the various opportunities for the students to have a successful and
prosperous career. The sessions focused on the important attributes required to be present in a
student if they want to get good placements.

Dr C. V. Narasimhulu, Principal, CBIT delivered a very insightful and informative session on
the Learning Pyramid, a theoretical concept that illustrates the retention rates of information
based on different methods of learning for all the students.

It is emphasized how Retention rates can vary significantly based on individual learning styles,
preferences, and the complexity of the material being learned. He stressed on the importance
of lectures and the way passive listening have a relatively low retention rate and how around
5-10% of information presented through lectures alone is retained.

Academic Rules and Code of Conduct — The session was conducted for all the branches.
Where students were provided an overview of the Academic Rules and Code of Conduct of the
institute. It was explained very clearly to all that Academic rules are a set of established
principles and standards in educational institutions that ensure fairness, integrity, and
consistency. They maintain academic integrity, promote equal opportunities, define standards,
support academic progression, guide research and scholarship, protect student rights, ensure
compliance, and create a positive learning environment. Adherence to these rules is essential
for the credibility and success of both individuals and institutions in the academic sphere.
